Friends of the Little Pend Oreille National Wildlife Refuge Amateur Photo Contest

You are invited to participate in the Friends of the Little Pend Oreille National Wildlife Refuge Amateur Photo Contest. The sole purpose of the contest is to encourage you to visit and enjoy the Refuge this year. The contest year runs from August 16th of one year to August 15th of the following year. Up to five entries (total) per person may be submitted in any of the following categories:

1. Animal Life – the animal is the main subject

2. Plant Life  - the plant is the main subject

3. Scenics/Landscapes

4. Public Use/Recreation

5. Student (for any student <19 on January 1st of the contest year)

The winning photos will be printed in the Statesman-Examiner, will be on display in the Colville Chamber of Commerce Office, will be featured on the Friends’ Web Page, and one will be featured on the cover of the North Columbian Monthly.

Official contest rules are as follows:

1. Photographers must be non-professional; this is an amateur contest. All entries must be photographs taken at Little Pend Oreille National Wildlife Refuge during the contest year, for example, between the dates of August 16, 2011and August 15, 2012.
2. There are two (2) divisions:  Adult and Student (<19 years on January 1 of the contest year). Student entries must include the parent/legal guardian’s permission and contact information.

3. Digital images:  Submit on a CD-ROM or floppy disk, no e-mail entries will be accepted.  Multiple files must be specifically identified on the entry form.  Acceptable file formats are jpg or jpeg.

4. Prints:  Color and black & white prints and slides will be scanned.  Do not submit your negatives.

5. Mail or deliver all entries to Friends of the Little Pend Oreille National Wildlife Refuge Photo Contest, c/o Colville Chamber of Commerce, 121 East Astor, Colville, WA, 99114. On the back of the photo, slide or DVD please include your name, address, phone number, category entered, the name of the photo, and the date.  Emailed entries will not be accepted.

6. All entries must be received by August 20th of the contest year.

7. Entries must be accompanied by the entry form (only one per contestant). Entrant’s signature constitutes a release to the Friends Association for the right to use, reproduce, publish and display the photographs without further compensation. The original slide, negative or digital file may be requested.

8. Entries will not be returned but may be picked up at the Refuge headquarters.

9. While extreme care will be taken in handling all entries, the Refuge cannot be responsible for any damage to photographs.

10. Winners will be notified by September 1st of the contest year.
